Legislative:  Chair – Donna Murphy; Member - Patrick Allee
Discussion was had on recent legislative issues:

· Enrollment in E-Verify (an online system operated jointly by the Dept. of Homeland Security and the Social Security Administration) is now a voluntary option for IL employers.  Federal contractors and sub-contractors will start using the system May 1, 2009 and have certain mandated requirements.  There are three federal contractor exceptions to the rule.  For more information contact Donna Murphy at dmurphy@mcim.com.  
· Governor Quinn issued Executive Order #4 on April 1st which reestablishes the Department of Insurance as a stand-alone Department and transfers its functions out of the Department of Financial and Professional Regulation.  

· This Executive Order coincides with HB 1115 and SB 1460 which will have the same effect by statute.
· HB 2687 relates to the cancellation of a policy for non payment of the premium.  It was intended to apply to health insurance policies but the wording was not clear and it is expected that the sponsor of the bill will clarify the wording to not include property and casualty insurers.  

· The DOI approved the NCCI’s 2.5% recommended rate increase for new and renewal workers compensation policies.  This increase was attributed to the implementation of revised fee schedules effective February 1, 2009.
